Promotion of 97 Telecom Mechanics to the Cadre of TTA in Tamil Nadu Circle.
Sir,


The LDCE under 40% quota for promotion to TTA Cadre was held on 18-12-2005 in entire country to fill up the vacancies for the year 2004. Very large number of employees in almost all the circles could not pass the examination and were declared unsuccessful by marginal marks. The union demanded for relaxation and grace marks to fill up the departmental quota of vacancies but the management has not agreed and preferred to hold supplementary examination for the purpose.

The supplementary examination was held on 28/10/2007 in Tamilnadu circle in which 97 Telecom Mechanics were declared successful. However, one Telecom Mechanic who was denied permission to appear in the examination approached to the Chennai High Court. The Court declared the examination illegal as there was no provision of supplementary examination in R/R.This has been upheld by Supreme Court also. In the process 97 successful candidates have been denied promotion to TTA cadre. The Corporate office has recently issued orders for holding of examination for year 2008 including 97 vacancies of 2004 also.


It may be appreciated that the employees who appeared in supplementary examination are not at fault and they should not reasonably be discriminated and denied in promotion. In other circles the supplementary examinations were held and employees promoted. To bestow justice and fair play the R/R of TTA be suitably modified for their regularization.

We, therefore, request you to please get the proposal considered and render justice to the staff.
